Meeting called to order by Marion @ 6:07.  

Principal’s Report:   The Teacher Appreciation Luncheon was fantastic.  Also, having the students bring something small to the teachers each day was a really good idea.  The teachers were really pleased.

Mrs. Randolph is willing to talk with parents about student placement for next year.  She cannot guarantee that a student will be assigned to a particular teacher, but she will consider parent input.  

SEES did not lose any teachers for next school year, but did lost one position.  There will be some turnover:   Leanne Hart (Librarian) has already left to open the new library at Laurel Hill, Georgianna Beverly  (Reading Specialist) is retiring , Ann Lively (Special Ed) is moving .   Mrs. Randolph is interviewing for the building supervisor position since Ms. Mincey retired.  Mr. Tan is the acting building supervisor and is a strong candidate for the position.    

School hours next year will probably shift 20 minutes later (9:10 – 3:50).  GT busing probably will be affected, particularly for those who have Level IV services at their base school.  

Assistant Principal’s Report:  Letters are going home tomorrow with SOL information and testing dates.    Muffins for Moms is tomorrow tomorrow morning.  Andrea Mathias is coordinating it and there will be peanut- and tree-nut free muffins and  a nut-free table.  Donuts for Dads will be June 5.  

The end of the year picnic will be June 12 from 5:30 – 7:00 pm.  Tammy Derenak reported that there is extra money in the Cultural Arts budget and the committee is trying to book a performer for that evening.  The performance might last past 7:00.  Could we advertise the ending time as 7:30? 

Treasurer’s Report – Marion Zoretich reported due to Vince Kim’s absence.  We have $5200 listed in the PTA account , but we actually have a little more than that because we haven’t processed the check for Mad Science.  Spring Bingo brought in a $2100 profit.  

The PTA has a request  from Evelyn Paulson (  ) to be reimbursed for her $200 registration for a teacher education program.  We previously reimbursed another teacher, Christie Phillips ( ),  ½ of her request (also $200, we reimbursed $100).  

Garima Jain moved, Sue Berry seconded to reimburse Evelyn Paulson the full requested amount of $200.00.  The motion passed unanimously.  

 Marti Porter moved, Garima Jain seconded to reimburse an additional $100.00 to Christie Phillips for a total reimbursement to her of $200.  The motion passed unanimously.  

Presidents’ Report.   Marion Zoretich reported on the 4/28 SPAC meeting.  Dr. Dale discussed:  1) swine flu concerns, 2) changes to the grading scale (the changes are not retroactive), 3) the FY 2010 approved operating budget and 4) 2009-10 bell schedule.  The bell schedule changes eliminated 97 buses with a savings of more than 4.6 million dollars.   FCPS anticipates having 5000 more students next year with no increase in funding.  However, it is not as grim as before because of the federal money.  But, since the federal money is only available once, the following year will be challenging. 

Marion has advertised in the newsletter for the key PTA committee positions as well as the President and Vice-President.  Monday, she spoke to a small group of parents at Kindergarten registration (small group) and she will speak with parents at the upcoming  GT orientation.  

The PTA sent around a questionnaire at Spring Bingo asking for input on the Fall Fundraiser.  We only received about 5 replies.  Everyone who replied is interested in a pledge system in lieu of product sales, but no one wants to run it.  Other suggestions were a 5K/10K run or an auction.    Carol Davis stated that we should stay with a gift wrap sale for now, since we don’t really have an understanding of how to run a pledge system.  Marti Porter suggested that we could hand out something with the gift wrap materials this fall explaining a pledge system to see what kind of response we get.

Gift Wrap Sales:  Lilly Friedrichs said that we can’t go to a computer-only ordering system because too many SEES families are uncomfortable inputting data online.  Last year, Julie Wolfteich-Carpenter  set up a time for people to come into the school and use the computers to place orders  and no one came.  PTA volunteers  manually entered  data for the paper orders.  Julia Clark suggested that we send home a ote with the gift wrap materials telling families to please consider making a straight donation to SEES if they prefer not to sell paper.   Also, maybe we could have a class competition, with the class bringing in the most money receiving a pizza party.  The PTA should remind parents that donations are tax deductible.  Donors need to keep their own records, but they don’t need a formal receipt for donations of less than $200.  

Teacher Appreciation Lunch:  Suzanne Walker chaired this event and will prepare a “how to” list for next year.  We donated some of the remaining food to two classes for Mother’s Day events.   A few teachers didn’t attend.     

Box Tops/Labels for Education :  Marti Porter reported that we have earned $1003.00 from the Box Tops program.  The next submission date for Box Tops/Labels for Education is 6/1; all boxtops and labels must be in by 5/29.  She thanked Julia Clark for bringing lots of labels.   

LAFF :  Marti Porter reported that LAFF operated independently now because all of the items are hung in the cafeteria.  There are no more staffed Lost-and-Found Fridays.  SEES should make an announcement at every family event to remind parents to look through the lost and found items.    

Original Art Works:  Marti Porter reported that  fixits and late orders were  distributed today.  The PTA still owes the company 5% of sales. 

Aluminum Cans for Burned Children:  Collection boxes are placed around SEES.  

Chess Club:  Julia Clark reported that the club is going to a tournament on Monday.  The top two tournament teams will go to the next level.  SEES has placed second at the tournament for the past two years.  Everyone who has been to at least ½ of the chess club sessions gets a participation certificate and 74 students received certificates this year.  Marion thanked Julia for her work.

Cultural Arts – Tammy Derenak reiterated that the committee is looking for entertainment for the picnic.  Also, the evaluations of the Virginia Aquarium programs were good.  Everyone loved the touch tanks and the mobile aquarium.  Upper grade teachers thought the assembly was too juvenile.  Laura Naide mentioned that the committee will purchase a plaque for the cafeteria describing the mobile that was created last year for SEES’s 50th anniversary.

School Supplies:  We don’t have a chairperson.  Garima Jain offered to co-chair. 

Website:  Eric Nelson will probably continue as SEES PTA webmaster next year.   

Miscellaneous:  Some parents asked if the PTA could purchase music stands so that band and orchestra students don’t have to bring their own stands for concerts.    

Julie Wolfteich-Carpenter moved, Garima Jain seconded to adjourn the meeting at 7:56 pm.  The motion passed unanimously.
