PTA Insurance

1. New acctg requirements: dual signatures, no pre-signing blank checks, monthly bank reconciliation performed by an officer other than the Treasurer, and no coverage provided unless we agree to all procedures.

2. Liability was $100 now $65

3. Bonding  was $85 now $64 with new accounting requirements

4. Directors & Officers Liability was $60 now $50

5. Property was $110 now $100

6. NEW: Accident Medical Plus: $10,000 premium, for $98

        $25,000 premium, for $106

        $50,000 premium, for $113

Liz Murphy motioned and Cindy Smoot seconded to have the PTA pay for the $10,000 Accident Medical Insurance at a cost of $98, for total insurance to cost $377. Motion passed.

Proposed Budget 2008-2008 Financial Year (see attachment): notable items: lower than budgeted cookie sales in 07/08; school spirit 07/08 in 50th anniversary revenue; lowered school supply revenue; increased curriculum enhancement; and reduced RIF; added Grounds Beautification Project; at this point we anticipate continued funding of Technology & Equipment with PTA funds all things staying constant.
Sue Berry motioned and Lilly Friedrichs seconded the motion to present the stated proposed budget to the PTA membership at the SEES Back To School. Motion passed.
