GT parents want an additional teacher but with 10 teachers the county considers us over staffed and thus the only way to reduce class sizes would be to combine grades, it is felt no one would want this.

3. Fairfax County buying the Red Cross Building across from the Gateway center to house school administration staff that currently work in former school buildings. These former schools will be reverted back to functioning schools in the near future and hence the need for the office building. The current real estate market makes the cost of the building the least expensive alternative.
