The April SEES PTA meeting was held in conjunction with the International Family Night – attendance was not taken.

· Brief PTA Meeting was held with the following reports:

· Principal’s report – Mary Randolph reported on the status of pending school renovations;

· Assistant Principal’s report – Anita Magrath reported on the SOL schedule and the SEES Beautification Day on Saturday, April 24;

· PTA President’s report – Sue Berry thanked all for attending the family night and urged all parents to get involved in the school and PTA.  A volunteer form and list of available positions for next year were handed out;

· Treasurer’s report – Angela Corvin reported on the status of the PTA budget;

· Spirit Wear – Lisa Sohn reported that the students voted on the design they would like to see on the SEES Spring spirit wear -- an order form for SEES t-shirts and hoodies will soon be coming home in the Friday folder.  Orders will be due back by Friday, April 30 and spirit wear will come home in May;

· Box Tops, Campbell Soup labels, printer cartridges and Original Works – Marti Porter reported as follows:

· Box tops with June 1 expiration dates must be turned in by mid-May to get credit – each coupon is worth 10 cents for the SEES –  check products for Box Tops for Education coupons;

Teacher Appreciation Week is the first week of May – students will be asked to bring in little items of appreciation each day that week and parents will be asked to donate food and beverage items for a Teacher Appreciation Lunch to be held on Friday, May 7 in the school library – information will be sent home soon in the Friday folders.
