Principal’s Report:  Staff Appreciation and Teacher Appreciation weeks were wonderful.  The PTA thanked Megan Brooks and Ann Mika for organizing the Teacher Appreciation event.  The teachers love the two new coffee machines.

SEES received $3000 from Cluster V to use for summer enrichment.  SEES teachers would like to use the money to take students on field trips.  The trips will connect with grade-level curriculum.  

Assistant Principal’s Report:  SOL testing starts next week and continues for 2 weeks.  Makeup testing is the first week of June.  Results will be mailed in August.  SEES Field Day is June 4th.  The    end-of-year assembly is June 23rd.   The 6th grade promotion ceremony is June 24th.
