June 10, 2010

Sue Berry called the meeting to order at 7:07 pm.  

Garima Jain moved, Lisa Sohn seconded to accept the May minutes as corrected.  The motion passed unanimously.
Treasurer’s Report:  See attached.  The Reading Incentive Program hasn’t requested any money.  This program is run by the school and challenges the students to read and win prizes.  We aren’t holding it this year, but we should leave it as a line item for next year.  We should start a “bad check” list.  We are holding about $600 in bad checks.  Angela Corvin has contacted the check writers and will send out certified letters to them requesting payment.  Anita Magrath asked the PTA to consult with the office before taking further steps to see if we can resolve the situations in a discreet manner.
President’s Report:  Sue Berry prepared a budget projection spreadsheet (attached).  Several budget items need to be amended from the original budget.  We expect to have approximately $5000.00 to donate to the school and Mary Randolph will prepare a wish list.  Cindy Arendt said we need more data projectors (about $650 each) and starting next year we will need to purchase batteries and monitors (new or replacement) for our IT.  Sue thanked Marti Porter and Ann Mika for helping her clean out the PTA storage closet at SEES.   Sue has received 12 volunteer forms from SEES parents.  She will make a database for the incoming PTA president. 

Three people have volunteered to help with the teacher welcome back breakfast and appreciation lunch for next school year.  We have volunteers for the Open House/Back to School Orientation (ice cream social), but no one has stepped up to chair it.  Lisa Sohn volunteered to supervise the ice cream distribution.  Marti Porter recommended that we purchase Edy’s Vanilla Ice Cream because it is guaranteed nut-free.  Kimberly Lee volunteered to chair the Fall Fundraiser and we will try to find more people to help her. 

We will sell Chik-Fil-A sandwiches, chips and drinks at the end-of-year picnic.  Springboard Pool will purchase the leftover soda and chips from us.  A meal (sandwich, chips, drink) is $6, a sandwich is $4, and chips or soda are $1.  We aren’t selling dessert because we are providing free ice pops/ice cream cups. 

The PTA received a request from the 6th grade for $175 to purchase subs for their class picnic.  
Lisa Sohn moved, Lilly Friedrichs seconded to provide $175 to the 6th grade to purchase subs for the picnic.  The motion passed unanimously.  

Principal’s Report:  Anita Magrath gave the Principal’s Report. The last day of school is June 24.  The office will be open all summer.  We reviewed other June calendar items.   

Unfinished Business:  We didn’t organize a Potomac Nationals baseball outing this year.   

Reports:  

Marti Porter reported that she submitted Box Tops and Labels for May.  We received a double label bonus.  We have $180 in May Staples rewards and $27 in April Staples rewards.   
Marti Porter reported that there are lots of lost-and-found items remaining.  She would like to move the coats into the hallway during the Donuts of Dads event.  She asked if she could purchase an additional coat rack for $27.00.   
Shelia McConnaughey moved, Lisa Sohn seconded to spend $27 for a new coat rack.  The motion passed unanimously. 

School Supplies:  140 kids have signed up.  We have lots of supplies leftover from last year that we can use (we’ll donate whatever is left).  Cindy Arendt will look for a good price and/or volume discount on flash drives.  

Spirit Wear:  Lisa Sohn is running a staff and teacher order for spirit wear.  We discussed giving t-shirts to teachers and staff as a gift.  
Cultural Arts:  Lisa Sohn went to one of the Cultural Arts showcases.  Mrs. Paulson’s class sent a thank you note to the PTA for the Brass rubbings and the Knight.  
Sue Berry moved, Garima Jain seconded, to accept the slate of new officers (President:  Eric Casler, Vice-President:  Lilly Friedrichs, Treasurer:  Angela Corvin, Secretary:  Megan Brooks).  The motion passed unanimously.
